Course Objective:

This course is designed to acquaint the student with Internet and Web design
fundamentals. Study encompasses a brief examination of the development and
structure of the Internet, Internet and Web concepts and terminology, and Internet
and Web access. The bulk of the course will be devoted to Web design, primarily for
business and educational purposes. The student will learn the basics of Web
publishing using HTML (the hypertext markup language). This is an essential
knowledge for web development in the work place or for the learning and use of a
variety of script languages such as JavaScript, VB script, PHP, or working with
ASP. Special emphasis is given to the study of XHTML and CSS.

The course objective is for the student to gain a fundamentally sound working
knowledge of Web page development. HTML (XHTML), the primary markup
language used for Web publishing, will be used by the student to complete
assignments. Additionally, the student will design and create a personal web page
and a series of subsequent pages. The proper completion of all required reading, lab
projects and homework, chapter and subject tests, and Web publishing projects
should provide a solid basic foundation in preparation for web page development in
either a business or educational environment.

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Course Operation:

The class format is lecture/discussion/lab. Some class time will be allotted for lab,
but additional computer lab time will be required for completion of assigned projects.
Because of the constant changing nature of the material, the text for the class will
consist of the textbook along with handouts primarily coming from on-line sources.
Students will also be assigned projects outside the book to supplement it with Web
development concepts. The majority of the student's lab time will be devoted to the
completion of assigned projects from the book, projects assigned from outside
sources, and the student's personal web pages.

Prerequisite:

There are no listed prerequisites for this course; however, familiarity with the
Windows file system and directory/folder structure is necessary for the student to
stay on course with the assignments. The student should realize that a dedicated
effort is needed to fulfill the requirements of any course with lab.

Tests, including the final, are taken from handouts, lectures, lab
assignments, researched material, and the book during the semester. These tests
will account for 65% of the student's total grade. Failure to take a test without prior
approval from the instructor will result in the grade of zero (0) for that test. Do not
miss an exam!

Lab projects and homework will account for 30% of the student's final grade.
A student will receive credit for work that has been promptly and fully completed.
Work will not be accepted late. It is the student's responsibility to assure that all
work is properly completed in a timely manner. One of the larger assigned projects
allows the student to create a home page and additional Web pages (personal web
site) using HTML. This should be fun! This project will account for a larger
percentage of the lab score than other assignments.

Participation accounts for 5% of the student's total grade. These points will
be derived primarily from attendance and proper and timely completion of all
assigned work and tests.

The student must have completed all assigned projects in a timely and
orderly manner and have the required grade average to earn an A in the course.

Lab:

A goodly portion of class time will be used to work on assignments. Unless
you have completed all assigned work and have approval of the instructor, you are
expected to attend all in-class lab sessions. An additional number of hours per week
outside class may be needed to complete the assignments. This course uses the
Internet Explorer browser for much of the lab work, and the student is expected to
gain a good working knowledge of the Internet Explorer environment.

As previously stated, assigned homework must be turned in by the due date
for full credit and the right to earn the grade of an A. Programs must be stapled
togetherby assignment with the st.uAll eompgu@rprintth me on e
pages must be stapled to the assignment sheet in proper order!
